Dear X,
On February 21 DROB held a public presentation to give the results of an environmental impact study done for the new WEB plant. The consultant in charge of implementing the study was Eco-vision. This consultant was hired by Eco-power who will build the new plant for WEB. The plant is an alternative energy plant, a combination of wind and diesel power for Bonaire.
For the first time on Bonaire, an environmental impact study was done and as part of this process the community has the right to participate by giving advice or comments about the results of this study as stakeholders. The comments are to be sent to DROB as letters, addressed to the MER commission (which stands for environmental impact study assessment in Dutch - Milieu-effectrapport). Comments must be received by March 13. Even though the MER is written in Dutch, there is an executive summary in English on pages 20 to 23, which can give a good sense of the study to start with and then Marco Gravenhorst, from DROB is available at their office for answering questions about the content and results.
This process is open for the next two and a half weeks, after which no longer comments will be received. The MER commission will meet after that time and will advise the Government upon the comments received. The government will make their final desicion based on these advices. 
I/We encourage you to share this information and to take some time to read and give your feed back to the commission. This is very important, there is no doubt that the alternative energy source plant is a very positive project for Bonaire, but we are responsible to look after our natural resources while doing this. Some things are well thought, but others need more work and attention and different planning. If you want to have more information you can contact Marco Gravenhorst at 717- 8130.
